The works in each of the units included the installa-

tion of fittings specifically designed to accommodate 

the very specific needs and requirements of the 

residents. This included ensuring fixtures and fittings 

are flush against the wall, durable and fittings such 

as showers do not have exposed or removable hose 

flex and there are no easily removed parts on any 

fittings.

Due to the security and sensitivity involved in working 

within the grounds of a healthcare facility there was 

regular health & safety checks and daily supervision 

on site, ensuring all work carried out was to the 

highest standard and that confidentiality, health and 

safety and regulations were constantly monitored 

and maintained.  

Further to this all fixtures and fittings were inspected 

and tested rigorously in accordance with regulations 

and to the satisfaction of the governing bodies before 

being approved for use by residents.

The fittings installed into the 14 units at St Lukes 

hospital in Middlesbrough provide a safe and secure 

environment for both patients and staff at the facility 

which has helped to provide a better working and living 

environment for both parties.
